One of the most common forms of definition - especially in textbooks - is the formal definition.
A formal definition contains a term, a class word, and one or more limiting features. The term
simply means: the word you’re defining. The class word is the group or class it belongs to. And
the limiting feature - is the thing or things that make it different from other items in the class.

Take this definition of a virtual team. “A virtual team is a group of people who work together
through computers rather than through face-to-face interaction.” The term is: virtual team. The
class is: group of people. And the limiting feature is: “who work together through computers...”

Most definitions, however, are informal; especially in speaking. They have a term (you need
something to define). But no class word. Take this one: “Downstream operations is an oil
company term referring to the things that happen to petroleum after it comes out of the ground
- such things as refining, distribution, and retail sales.” Here the writer or speaker is defining
the term informally. An important part of the definition is the use of examples.

Another common way of defining is by paraphrase: restating the term by using different words
for it. For example: “A budget deficit - or a government spending more money than it takes in
— can cause serious economic problems for a country.” Spending more money than it takes in -
is a paraphrase. It's another way of expressing the same idea as the topic. Informal definitions
often use paraphrase to explain a word.

Yet another way is defining by the origin of a word. Take the word “education”. The word
“education” is derived from two Latin roots:”educare,” to train, to mold, and “educere,” to draw
out, to lead out.
